Adopted Minutes

A regular meeting of the North Whidbey Fire and Rescue Board of Commissioners was held on November 5, 2008 at the Heller Fire Station, 2720 N Heller Road in Oak Harbor.  

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman T.J. Lamont called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.  Also present were Commissioners Bruce R. Carman and Larry A. Morse, Chief Marvin D. Koorn, Secretary Nancy Theune and other interested parties. 
CONSENT AGENDA


Chairman T.J. Lamont asked the Board to approve the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Larry Morse made the motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Bruce Carman seconded the motion and the Consent Agenda was approved:

APPROVE AGENDA

Commissioner Larry Morse moved to accept the Agenda.  Commissioner Bruce Carman seconded the motion which carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS-CHIEF REPORT
Buildings – Grounds:  
a) Car prop:  Chief Koorn reported that work on the car pad at Station 27 was progressing and should be finished by Thanksgiving.
b) Lighting station 27&22:  Chief Koorn stated that the lighting upgrade has been completed at Station 27 and should be finished at Station 22 this week.  Chief Koorn added that the contractor has been reminded that work must be completed within the ninety day deadline.
PERSONNEL:

Discussion of Office Assistant position: Commissioner Carman asked the Board to consider extending the full time status of the Office Assistant position.  Commissioner Carman moved to keep the position at full time at least through December 31, 2009 with an hourly rate of $14.00 
effective November 1.  Commissioner Morse seconded the motion which was approved unanimously.
COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Larry Morse reported that he had attended the Snure Conference, along with Commissioners Carman and Lamont and Chief Koorn, prior to the Washington Fire Commissioners Conference at the Doubletree in Seattle.  Commissioner Morse went on to say the District needed to establish the Agent of Record.

Commissioner Bruce Carman reported that he had attended the Commissioners Conference in Seattle and that the classes had been excellent then presented the Commissioners’ Handbook that he had received.

NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 331 to Surplus the 1991 Ford 350, Serial number 2FTJW36M5MCA64886:
Chief Koorn suggested a sale price of $3,500.00 on EBay or Craig’s List.  Commissioner Larry Morse moved to adopt Resolution 331.  Commissioner Bruce Carman seconded the motion which carried.

Resolution 332 to Increase the Regular Property Tax Levy to be collected in 2009:
After explaining that the resolution asks for a 110% increase to insure that we receive all tax dollars that are due to the District, Commissioner Larry Morse moved to adopt Resolution 332.  Commissioner Bruce Carman made the second and the Resolution was adopted.

Resolution 333 to Adopt the Budget for 2009:
Chairman Lamont presented Exhibit A, the proposed budget for 2009 to the public and asked for comments.  Chief Koorn answered several question regarding the budget whereupon Commissioner Bruce Carman moved to adopt Resolution 333.  Commissioner Larry Morse seconded the motion, which carried.

Sale price for 1992 Ford van and 1991 Ford 350:
Chief Koorn suggested a sale price of $2,000.00 for the maintenance van that has been surplussed and $3,500.00 for the 1991 Ford 350.  Commissioner Larry Morse moved to place both vehicles for sale at the recommended prices.  Commissioner Bruce Carman seconded the motion, which carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Chief Koorn commented on the failure of the Levy Lid Lift at the November 4 election.  Chief Koorn and the Board responded to questions and comments from the firefighters and public in attendance.  The Board and Chief Koorn thanked the firefighters who had worked so hard on the campaign.  The Board agreed that a workshop would be scheduled at the December Board meeting to determine the level of service the Department could maintain in light of the failed 
levy and thanked the firefighters in attendance for their participation.  
Commissioner Carman presented a list of questions from the Board and asked that the answers be ready for the workshop which will be scheduled:

1) What are costs of maintaining Silver Lake, Polnell, San de Fuca, and Zylstra fire stations?

2) What is the total cost of the Marine SAR program?

3) What are the costs of medical calls excluding auto accidents and W202?

4) What are the costs for high angle rescues?

5) How many firefighters does the Department need?

6) Is WGH going to fund another BLS unit?
