Adopted Minutes

CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 19:00 by Chairman Bruce Carman.  Also in attendance were Commissioners T.J. Lamont and Jerry Goen, Chief Marvin Koorn, Substitute Secretary Laveda Loose and other interested parties.

ADOPT MINUTES

There being no objection and by mutual agreement the minutes of the March 9th meetings were adopted.

APPROVE VOUCHERS FOR PAYMENT

By mutual consent the following vouchers are approved for payment: Voucher Numbers 0302 through 0446 and totaling $ 140,092.96.
REVIEW & APPROVE INVESTMENTS
The Board reviewed Investments # 877 through # 883 made by Investment Officer TJ Lamont or Alternate Investment Officer Jerry W. Goen.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Chief’s Report:


Buildings – Grounds:

Chief Koorn reported he is continuing to work with the architect. Commissioner Carman 
requested that Chief Koorn get an estimation of cost of building.
Station 23:
Chief Koorn discussed the definition of a “station” with regard to the Rating Bureau’s 
criterion. Chief Koorn recommended closing Station 23. Discussion followed and the 
Board decided to table the issue until the workshop on 4/29/10.
Station 28:

Chief Koorn reported that Station 28 is valued at $133,000 and with the real estate 
commission pulled out, we would get $122,000. The Board asked Chief Koorn to have a 
Resolution made for next month’s Board meeting to surplus this property. 

Vehicles – Equipment:
Engine 24 is back from H & W Emergency Vehicles and went over the budget ($40,600). Chief Koorn recommended E21 go in for rehab next. The Board decided to discuss E21’s rehab and the Tender’s rehab at the workshop on 4/29/10. 
EMS:
Chief Koorn stated that the hospital wants to wait until July before they commit to the POC27 program due to financial issues they’re having. Discussion followed.  Commissioner Carman requested Chief Koorn draft a letter to the Board of Directors at WGH with a list of items he would like to see addressed.  Chief Biller gave a brief explanation about what the POC/VOC’s do on a daily basis and produced a report for the Board to view and Chief Koorn discussed the benefits of the program. Discussion ensued about the stations being called out for BLS calls vs. POC’s being called out exclusively.
With some discussion about the POC27 program extension, Commissioner Goen motioned and Commissioner Lamont seconded that the POC27 program be extended until the End of May. Motion approved.
Chief Koorn announced that the STICO class we are hosting will be April 17 and 18 at the Heller Road Station and that twenty one people have registered for it. He also commented that we have an ISO class coming up for May 15 and 16 at the Heller Road Station.
Personnel:

New Firefighters and Firefighters Leaving:
Chief Koorn reported that firefighters Sam Burnham and Chad Otruba were leaving the area and Jason Stapert was coming back.
Insurance:
Chief Koorn reported that our insurance company is requiring that the district personnel produce proof of vehicle insurance and driver’s abstract on an annual basis. We have 60 days to comply. With this, we have to have the related driving policies and SOG’s done by this time frame as well.
State Parks Contract:
Chief Koorn reported that he hasn’t received any information about the Parks Contract but he’s working on it.
Longevity Increase:
Commissioner Lamont requested this discussion be tabled until he was more prepared to talk about it; the Board agreed. 
COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioners Lamont and Goen discussed the benefits of going to the seminar in Ocean Shores.

Commissioner Carman talked about the insurance information meeting that he and Chief Koorn attended.

Commissioner Lamont suggested the Board meetings be held at 0830 instead of 1900 hours. No decision was made about this.

NEW BUSINESS:

Nurse Line:
Chief Koorn went over the highlights of a nurse hotline for the firefighters. The cost to the Department would be $1.11 per firefighter per month. Discussion followed.

Resolution 352 - Appointing an Investment Officer and an Alternate Investment Offer to 
the District.  After some discussion, the Board agreed to adopt Resolution No. 352.


Resolution 353 Surplus Property
After reviewing Exhibit “A” listing the items to be surplussed, the Board agreed to adopt Resolution 353. It was decided that we would list some of our surplus items on Ebay.


Station 21 Generator:
Chief Koorn announced that the big, propane fueled generator at Station 21 was stolen last week and stated that the Sheriff’s Department is working on the case. The Board approved Chief Koorn to seek bids for the replacement of this $14,000 generator.

Public Comment:
The Board asked if there was any comment from the public.  Larry Morse and George Lawson commented.
