Adopted Minutes

CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 1900 by Chairman Bruce Carman.  Also in attendance were Commissioners T.J. Lamont and Jerry Goen, Chief Marvin Koorn, Secretary Nancy Theune and other interested parties.

ADOPT MINUTES

After discussion regarding the draft minutes of the meeting held May 11, it was agreed by the Board to approve the minutes as submitted.  The Board also approved the minutes of the Special Meeting held May 25.

FINANCIAL REPORT

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Chief’s Report:
Budget: 
Chief Koorn reported that the issue with the Survey and Ratings Board and insurance rates for the south end of the District would be resolved as of today and all the people would be notified as of July 1.

Buildings – Ground:
Heller:  Chief Koorn reported that the application has been submitted to the city of Oak Harbor, fees paid and paperwork completed and we are waiting to hear back from them for a possible meeting date.
Vehicles – Equipment:
E-21: Engine 21 will be sent to H&W for rehab as soon as Engine 22 is back from Smiley’s and Motor Truck.
EMS: 
Commissioner Carman had no update.
Personnel - Firefighters leaving: Chief Koorn stated there were no firefighters leaving this month.
Staff report: Ops Chief Henry VandenHaak gave a brief description of what he typically does, such as truck check reports, work orders, prepare for upcoming events, assist Chief Biller coordinating the Paid on Call Firefighters, etc.  He is currently working on the upcoming house burn.  
Commissioner Carmen asked if the Captains were getting sufficient training and are they well informed.

Chief VandenHaak replied that regular meetings and emails have improved communication.  

Chief Koorn interjected that the Department has a good group of captains that are well trained.  Chief Koorn added that Chief VandenHaak has made great progress toward getting the engines loaded the same, truck checks the same and that it has been a long term effort requiring a great deal of work.
Commissioner Carmen explained he just wanted to be sure that Chief VandenHaak had good control over the Captains.

State Park Contract:  
Chief Koorn stated he has been dealing with the office of the new person who is “above” the person he has been in contact with.  She is currently on vacation.  
DNR Contract:  
Chief Koorn reported there has been no progress and that it has been recommended that the contract not be signed at this point.  The contract will be discussed at the next Chief’s meeting.  
Commissioner Lamont asked what we would do if there was currently a fire on DNR property.  Chief Koorn responded that we are still covered under the old contract.

Commissioner Reports:
Commissioner Goen reported that $740.00  was made at the Relay for Life and donated in the name of North Whidbey Fire and Rescue.  Commissioner Goen expressed his appreciation for all the hard work by the firefighters.
Reschedule July Meeting Date:

Commissioner Carmen advised the Board that he would be out of town for the July 13th meeting and asked that the meeting be rescheduled.  The other commissioners stated that they would also be out of town and agreed to reschedule the regular meeting for July 20 at 1900. 

The Board asked Chief to check with the attorney about the legal requirements for rescheduling board meetings.

Commissioner Carmen reported that all three commissioners had attended the special meeting held May 25 and that after having had a chance to consider the options, he now believed that he prefers to stay “status quo” and that the priorities had been established as Heller number one, Van Dam number two, and Cornet number three.  After discussion it was agreed that locating property between Stations 23 and 24 should be a fourth priority.  Chief Koorn suggested a floor plan for the Van Dam and Cornet stations should be discussed at the July 20 meeting.  The Board agreed that the agenda for the July 20 meeting would include the Van Dam property and building, the building footprint and site plan, and size and type of building.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Rating Bureau:


Chief Koorn reported that the Rating Bureau had erroneously changed the rating for residents at the south end of the district.  Chief Koorn added that he has communicated with the Rating Bureau and they will have this corrected by July 1.
