CALL TO ORDER

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Chief Report
Buildings – Grounds: Zylstra property/update
Chief Koorn presented the Board with copies of two letters he received from Island County along with maps of the two parcels being considered for purchase.  It was agreed that this would be included on the agenda of the next meeting.

Vehicles – Equipment: Pump testing 

Chief Koorn reported that pump testing will begin on Thursday and will be finished the following week.

Vehicles – Equipment: T-23
Chief Koorn stated that it will be three weeks before Tender 23 is ready to come back adding that the tank is fine as well as the pump and that there were some valve problems.

Personnel: training officer
Chief Koorn reported that Battalion Chief Joe Biller, the new Training Officer, started a week ago Monday and that he performed his first training on Monday night and was currently talking with personnel.  Commissioner Carman asked if the Training Officer would be taking over the Paid on Call program.  Chief Koorn responded that he anticipated this would happen around the first of September.
Sign resolution surplus boat and motors:  Resolution 343, which had been adopted at the June 9, 2009 meeting was signed in authentication of its passage.  

Final on SCBA Grant: Chief Koorn presented the Board with a breakdown of the SCBA grant award and purchases.  He reported that the federal grant award had been received and all money deposited.

Turnouts: Chief Koorn advised the Board that the cost for ten sets of turnouts would be about $16,500.00.  It was mutually agreed by the Board to proceed with the purchase.
