CALL TO ORDER

Commissioner Bruce Carman moved to adopt Resolution 327 cancelling warrants outstanding for more than one year.  Commissioner Larry Morse seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
The Board reviewed Resolution 328, a resolution providing for the submission to the qualified electors of the District at an election to be held in November 4, 2008 in conjunction with the General Election for a multi-year lid lift to increase the regular property tax levy to ninety three cents per thousand dollars of assessed valuation for 2009, 2010, and 2011.  Commissioner Morse made the motion to adopt Resolution 328 which Commissioner Carman seconded.  Resolution 328 passed with both Commissioners Morse and Carman voting for it and Commissioner Lamont abstaining.

At 7:15 pm Commissioner Lamont announced that the Board would enter into executive session to discuss the Personnel Investigation.  Commissioner Lamont added that the session would last approximately fifteen minutes. 

At 7:40 Commissioner Lamont announced that the executive session had ended and that no decision had been made.
