Adopted Minutes


CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 1900 by Chairman Bruce Carman.  Also in attendance were Commissioners T.J. Lamont and Jerry Goen, Chief Marvin Koorn, Secretary Nancy Theune and other interested parties.

ADOPT MINUTES

There being no objection it was agreed by the Board to approve the minutes for the June 8 Regular Meeting and the June 15 Special Meeting as submitted.  

APPROVE VOUCHERS FOR PAYMENT

By mutual consent the following vouchers are approved for payment: Voucher Numbers 687 through 0837 and totaling $154,530.59 and correction to vouchers approved at the June 8 meeting showing a decrease of $358.00.

REVIEW INVESTMENTS
The Board reviewed Investments # 891 through # 898 made by Investment Officer Nancy Theune or Alternate Investment Officer Marvin D. Koorn.

FINANCIAL REPORT 

Financial Report for June 2010 submitted showing District equity total which balances to the report from the Island County Treasurer.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Chief’s Report:

Budget: Chief Koorn announced that a preliminary budget would be presented at the September meeting and invited input from the Board.

Buildings – Grounds, Sale of Station 28:
All legal requirements for the sale of Station 28 have been met.  An Appraisal has been obtained but no price has been set.  Chief Koorn requested the Board establish a price and Commissioner Lamont suggested a price of $150,000.00.  The Board agreed unanimously to offer Station 28 for sale for $150,000.00.
Buildings – Grounds, Wall and Door at Station 27:
Chief Koorn advised the Board that with the addition of female Paid on Call personnel, separate quarters at Stations 22 and 27 need to be established.  Chief Koorn added that minor changes to current accommodations would accomplish the necessary changes to both stations.  The Board agreed to proceed with the suggested improvements to Station 27.  The Board authorized Commissioner Goen and Chief Koorn to review possible options and proceed with improvements to Station 22.

Buildings – Grounds, Van Dam Building Project:

Chief Koorn reported that currently he has not seen any bids for digging a well.  

Commissioner Carman asked if we can move forward with the dirt work prior to the well. 

Chief Koorn said that we would need to show that potable water is available.  

Buildings – Grounds, Heller Building Project: 
Chief Koorn stated that TCA Architects met with the City of Oak Harbor along with Operations Chief VandenHaak.  Chief Koorn added that he would be meeting with the architect, electrical engineer and mechanical engineer on Thursday to review the many changes in the application process and building laws since the first process.  Chief Koorn reminded the Board that the process had to be started over “from scratch” in explanation to comments about the length of the building process.  
Vehicles – Equipment:
Chief Koorn reported that the pump for Engine 21 is done and there were no major issues. Chief Koorn added that pump tests on Engine 25 have not been completed and that Engine 25 has a primer problem which will be repaired tomorrow (July 21) and then be pump tested.

Draft agreement WGH:  
Chief Koorn presented the Board with draft copies of the addendum to the Whidbey General agreement providing for the second BLS unit, A207.  Chairman Carman asked the Board if there was agreement to proceed and approve the addendum to the contract.  Commissioner Lamont said he would like to have a chance to read it before a decision is made.  Commissioner Goen also stated a desire to look at it first.  The Board agreed to postpone a decision until the next meeting.

Personnel-Firefighters leaving: 
Chief Koorn announced that Paul Dusevitch (ST23), Scott Lanier (ST26) and Cameron Fisher (ST23) are leaving.
Staff report – Federal Taxes/EFT 
Office Manager, Nancy Theune reported that Whidbey Island Bank will not accept deposits for federal payroll taxes as of September 1.  She then explained that the District will be required to deposit these funds electronically and that she is working with the Island County Treasurer to begin the process.

Chief Koorn announced that there will be an all island drill on September 20.  Chief Koorn invited the Board to attend the drill.

Commissioner Reports

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution 356 a RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING MOTOR VEHICLE 
ACCIDENT RESPONSE CHARGES
Commissioner Lamont moved to approve Resolution 356 which reinforces Policy 06-10 regarding recovering costs for motor vehicle accidents and Haz Mat incidents.  Commissioner Goen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Automatic aid agreement Skagit 11 
Chief Koorn presented a copy of the proposed agreement.  It was mutually agreed by the Board to approve the agreement for automatic aid with Skagit 11.

Firefighter/EMT Scott Lanier offered his appreciation for the opportunity to serve in the Department and offered some suggestions to the Board.  Chairman Carman conveyed the Board’s appreciation for Firefighter Lanier’s efforts in the Rope Rescue program.
