Minutes

A regular meeting of North Whidbey Fire and Rescue, Board of Commissioners, was held on August 16, 2005 at the Heller Fire Station.  Chairman TJ Lamont called the meeting to order at 7:08 p.m. 

PRESENT: Commissioners TJ Lamont and Larry Morse, Fire Chief Marvin Koorn, Secretary Nancy Theune and other interested persons.

ABSENT: Commissioner Ron Muzzall
Secretary Nancy Theune presented the agenda, which was approved.  On motion by Commissioner Larry Morse and seconded by Commissioner TJ Lamont, the following items contained in the Consent Agenda were approved and adopted:

The motion passed and the Consent Agenda items were approved and adopted.

CHIEF REPORT
BUILDINGS – GROUNDS:  Master Plan from Rice Fergus Miller
Chief Koorn presented the Board with copies of the preliminary proposal from Rice Fergus Miller, architects.  He asked the commissioners to review the plans and invited suggestions from them.   

VEHICLES – EQUIPMENT:  Chief Koorn reported that all vehicles that had been mobilized were now back and that all vehicles are currently operational, including Brush 23 which had been repaired in Lewiston.  Chief Koorn noted that Brush 23 is still under warranty.
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Towing boats:  Commissioner TJ Lamont requested this item be listed on the agenda but since then has learned that the vessel in question had not been towed and the issue was no longer germane.  
BUDGET:  Chief Koorn reported that the invoice for the Boon Road Fire had been paid without question or comment.  Chief Koorn then stated that he was working on a preliminary budget for 2006 using new BARS numbers.  Chief Koorn projected $1,300,000.00 in taxes and $1,400,000.00 carryover.  He also stated the projected total for the new station would be $1,700,000.00.
Chief Koorn then advised the Board that the Self-Disclosure Agreement had been signed and submitted to the Department of Revenue.  He added that we will try to get an extension to the September 19, 2005 deadline the District has been given.
PERSONNEL:  Chief Koorn stated that seven letters had been sent out to firefighters regarding low attendance for training or call response.
COMMISSIONER REPORTS:
Commissioner Larry Morse reported that he had attended the Sno-Isle Fire Commissioners meeting in Coupeville on August 4.  Brigette Smith from the Board for Volunteer Firefighters gave a presentation during which she announced that the disability premium for volunteers is now $30.00 instead of $10.00.  She also stated that there is a subrogation clause and the Board will now sue third parties.
NEW BUSINESS:  DNR mobilization

Chief Koorn stated that he had some concerns regarding DNR mobilizations, especially with the planned reduction in apparatus and that he would like to have a meeting with the Board to develop a plan for future DNR mobilizations.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Sean Donalty, Firefighter for Station 21, suggested that a covered breezeway between the sleeping quarters and the bays be included in the remodel plans for Station 25.  Sean Donalty also mentioned that the AED's are old and need replacing.  The Board advised Firefighter Donalty that four of the AED's were bought this year and that another four were recently purchased.  
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CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Commissioner Larry Morse mentioned his concerns about the breathing apparatus.  Commissioner Morse reported the pass device on some units appeared to need servicing.  Chief Koorn said the SCBA's are currently checked on an annual basis.  
Commissioner Larry Morse made a motion to adjourn which Commissioner TJ Lamont seconded.  The motion passed and the meeting was adjourned at 8:02 PM.
