BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING
Adopted Minutes September 11, 2007


A regular meeting of the North Whidbey Fire and Rescue Board of Commissioners was held on September 11, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Heller Fire Station, 2720 N Heller Road.  Chairman Bruce R. Carman called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
Commissioner T.J. Lamont moved to approve the Agenda.  Chairman Bruce Carman seconded the motion and the Agenda was approved.

Commissioner T.J. Lamont moved to accept the Consent Agenda as presented.  Commissioner Bruce R. Carman seconded the motion and the Consent Agenda was approved by mutual agreement.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS-CHIEF REPORT
Buildings – Estimate on new building:  Chief Koorn reported that the cost estimate for the Heller project came in higher than anticipated.  Chief Koorn presented the Board with several options to consider.  After reviewing several different site plans and building floor plans Chief Koorn reminded the Board that the District is committed by contract for engineering and survey services for Conditional Use Permits and to the architect.  Chairman Bruce Carman replied that further discussion would be tabled until Commissioner Larry Morse had returned from vacation. Chairman Carman added that there should be a workshop attended by the officers of the District to gather input. Chief Koorn stated he would contact local contractors to see if the cost estimates are accurate for our area.

A workshop was scheduled for 7:00 PM on September 20, 2007 to follow the Officers’ Meeting which is being held at 5:00 PM on the same day.

Vehicles – Equipment:  Chief Koorn reported that the estimate to repair Engine 23 cabinets, pump and starter was over $8,500.00.  Chief Koorn added that Engine  did not pass the latest pump test.  Chief Koorn recommended that the District not spend the money to fix Engine 23 but sell it for the best offer.
EMS:  Chief Koorn then reported that there will be a meeting next week regarding negotiations with Whidbey General for a BLS contract. Chief Koorn stated that the City of Oak Harbor was 
unable to agree with the contract as currently negotiated and that Central Whidbey Fire and Rescue and North Whidbey Fire and Rescue were ready to proceed without Oak Harbor.
Personnel:  Chief Koorn stated that he had revised Policy 04-07 to extend the range for District apparatus to attend parades, funerals and other public events to one hundred miles.
Chief Koorn then announced that Recruit Academy would begin in January and be conducted Monday and Wednesday evenings and some weekends.  Chief Koorn added that Battalion Chief Lyle Zimmerman will be Academy Drill Master.

Chief Koorn stated that Open House went very well.  
Chief Koorn concluded his report by saying that job descriptions for office staff are currently being rewritten to keep up with the changes in the District.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS  
Chairman Bruce Carman asked what the status is on the contract with Washington State Parks.  Chief Marv Koorn replied that the contract that had been received from Washington State Parks to sign has been modified and sent to the state reflecting the current .647 cents that NWF&R collects for fire protection.  Chief Koorn reported that he had requested a list of non fire taxed property from Island County several times.  Chief Koorn also said that Pre Fire Plans have been developed.  
Commissioner T.J. Lamont followed this comment stating that he agreed Open House went very well this year to which Chief Koorn replied that the Paid on Call Firefighters had made preparations for Open House much easier.  

Chairman Carman mentioned that he would like to see a list of personnel involved in the water rescue program as well as their qualifications.  Chairman Carman stressed his respect and admiration of all the firefighters and the great job they are doing.
